To be considered for the Agneta Fia Mattice Art Scholarship, applicants must:
· Be a current high school senior enrolled on Hawaiʻi Island.

· Plan to pursue higher education in a visual arts-related field.

· Be nominated by a current high school art teacher.

· Submit a completed application, including a personal essay, portfolio, and scholarship use statement.

Each nomination must include the following:
· Teacher Nomination Form – completed by the student’s current art teacher

· Personal Essay – one-page essay by the student describing:

 “What the Fia Mattice Art Scholarship means to me and how it will support my journey in the arts.”

· Art Portfolio – 5–10 original works with title, medium, and dimensions

· Scholarship Use Statement – a paragraph explaining how the scholarship funds will be used to support the student’s educational or artistic goals

· Teacher Recommendation – 250–500 words addressing the student’s talent, character, and potential

A review committee comprised of artists, educators, and community members will evaluate each application based on the following criteria:
· Artistic originality and technical skill

· Passion and clarity of artistic vision

· Commitment to furthering their education in the arts

· Strength of the teacher recommendation
